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Report on investment projects within the petroleum-, natural gas and electricity sectors in Sweden

Reference: Council regulation 736/96

Reference date: 1 of January 2005
The planes for investments in the energy sector are presented in the attached questionnaire. Here follows a few comments to the questionnaire.
Oil sector
For the refinery installation capacities in Sweden two planed investments are reported.
Natural gas sector
There are plans to build one LNG plant in Stockholm. The LNG will replace the production of gaswork gas that are today.
No planned gas pipes investments have been reported.
Electricity sector production

A few changes have been made since the last reporting. A new CCGT (Combined Cykle Gas Turbine) is under construction in Gothenburg. The plant is planed to do a test run in the end of 2006.

The Swedish government have decided to close down unit two of the Barsebäck nuclear power plant on the 31 of May 2005.
Electricity sector transport

Since the report of 2004 there is a few small changes to report in transportation. One planed 400 kV cable will replace existing DC cable on the same distance.
